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Since its inception, the Linden Duo has entertained audiences with their artistry and innovative programming. They have given concerts throughout the United States and Canada, including featured appearances at new music events, among them the New Music Festival at Lewis University, the 7-11 Festival of Contemporary Music at the University of Illinois, the Society for Electro-Acoustic Music in the United States (SEAMUS), and the Association for Technology in Music Instruction (ATMI). The Linden Duo has performed in several concert series, such as the Wollan Memorial Concert Series and the St. Paul Fine Arts Series, and was invited to join the Illinois Symphony Orchestra in concert. They have premiered Matthew Halper's Sonata for Flute and Guitar and Stephen Taylor's Seven Microworlds for Flute, Guitar, and Electronics, both written for and dedicated to the Linden Duo. The Linden Duo also appears on vol. 12 of the Music from SEAMUS series of recordings. They continue to seek out new works and encourage composers to write for them.

Angelo L. Favis has been an active performer of solo and chamber music, giving recitals from coast to coast, including New York City and the San Francisco Bay Area, and internationally in Toronto, across Europe, and in the Philippines. His New York activities include a featured performance at Alice Tully Hall in Lincoln Center with the Little Orchestra Society of New York and being one of only six performers to play in a special master class taught by Julian Bream. Angelo has given the world premieres of several works, including Laura Schwendinger's Petit Morceau and David Vayo's Fantasia Lirica. He has served as an adjudicator in several competitions, such as the GFA International Solo Competition, Illinois ASTA Statewide Competition and the Society of American Musicians Competition and is himself a prizewinner in many competitions, most notably the American String Teachers Association National Solo Competition and the Eighth International Solo Competition sponsored by the Guitar Foundation of America. Angelo has performed for such distinguished performers as David Russell, Raphaella Smits, and Nigel North and has himself given master classes at the University of the Philippines, Roosevelt University, Harper College, Grand Valley Community College, University of Akron, and the Lake Guntersville Guitar Symposium. Angelo has recorded two solo CDs and the recently-released second, Philippine Treasures, Vol. 2, is available worldwide on the VGO label. He earned his B.M. and M.M. in Guitar Performance under Lawrence Ferrara and David Tanenbaum at the San Francisco Conservatory of Music, and his D.M.A. from the Manhattan School of Music, where he studied with Nicholas Goluses and David Starobin. Angelo is Associate Professor of Guitar at Illinois State University.
Kimberly McCoul Risinger has received considerable acclaim as both a soloist and ensemble musician.  Currently Principal Flutist in the Illinois Symphony and Chamber Orchestras and the Sugar Creek Symphony and Song Opera Orchestra, Kim is a member of the Sonneries Woodwind Quintet and the ensemble Difference Tones. She performs with the Chicago Jazz Symphony and has performed with the Ohio Light Opera and the Washington Bach Sinfonia.  Kim has numerous New York performance credits to her name, including recitals at Carnegie Hall and Lincoln Center’s Merkin Hall and the world premiere of a new concerto written for and dedicated to her by Matthew Halper in Alice Tully Hall.  Her Chicago solo debut was part of the Dame Myra Hess Concert Series.  Other performances include concerts at the Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts, Massachusetts Institute of Technology, the Rotterdam Conservatory in the Netherlands, the Juilliard School of Music, and with the Sonneries Woodwind Quintet in Europe during a week-long residency in Austria.  Other highlights include performances and premieres by invitation of the National Flute Association, the Society of Composers, the College Music Society, Ars Vitalis: The New Jersey New Music Forum, the Illinois Symphony Orchestra and many universities throughout the US.  Many of Kim’s concerts feature world premieres of new works written for and dedicated to her. These include Samuel Zyman’s Concerto for flute and orchestra, Halper’s Sonata for flute and piano, Sonata Fantasy and Anim Z’mirot, Frank Levy’s Apostrophe for solo flute, and Stephen Taylor’s Seven Microworlds.  Kim has recorded for the Vienna Modern Masters, BWE Classics, Albany and Americana Records labels. She can also be heard performing Mozart’s Concerto in D for flute and orchestra on a live recording with the Illinois Symphony Chamber Orchestra. Her debut solo CD, Sonata Fantasy, is now available on Albany Records. Also available on Albany records are Kim’s premiere recordings of Halper’s Concerto for flute and wind ensemble and David Maslanka’s Song Book for solo flute and wind ensemble with the Illinois State University Wind Symphony. She has recorded with the Chicago Jazz Symphony and soloist Clark Terry.  Kim is the flute specialist at the Yamaha Bands of America Summer Music Camp and the Batawagama Music Camp in Michigan.  She has been published in the Flutist Quarterly and is a co-founder of the Illinois Flute Society. Kim received a DMA from the University of Maryland, a MM from Illinois State University and a BM from the College of Wooster.  Her primary teachers have included William Montgomery, Max Schoenfeld, Diedre McGuire and George Pope. Kim is currently Professor of Flute at Illinois State University.
